By plane 
Brussels Airport, Belgium’s main international airport is situated in the town of Zaventem. Flight schedules for 
departures and arrivals are available at the official Brussels airport website at www.brusselsairport.be. 
 
The easiest way to travel from Brussels airport to the centre of Brussels is by train. The train station is located on level -
1 of the airport building. The Airport City Express Train leaves 4 times an hour to Brussels North, Central and South 
Station, from where you can take a tram, bus or taxi to your hotel or the conference venue. Timetables are available on 
the Belgian Railways website (www.b-rail.be).
